Liquid nutrition is available for individuals age 60 and older who are unable to ingest
solid food due to a disabling disease or condition. Individuals who receive liquid
nutrition are not eligible for Meals on Wheels or Congregate Meals.

The Emergency Food Assistance Program (TEFAP)
TEFAP provides food boxes to low-income families living in southern and western
Wayne County.
Double Up Food Bucks
Double Up Food Bucks is available to individuals with an active Michigan Bridge
Card. This program matches fruit and vegetable purchases dollar for dollar, up to
$20 per day, effectively doubling the number of fruits and vegetables you can
purchase for the same cost.
